Describe the setting of the book and how did it make the story more interesting? How is it
different from the UAE?

If it's non-fiction:
e What did you find surprising about the facts introduced in this book?
e How has reading this book changed your opinion of a certain person or topic?
e How has the book increased your interest in the subject matter?

Your teacher may ask you other questions as well.
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
